On July 1, our precious rescue boy Nicholas went to the
bridge. We are absolutely heartbroken...he was so very
special to us.

We had him a short time...only 11 months. He had
been dumped at a kill shelter on the east coast and my
husband, Kevan, picked him up from a temporary foster
and flew him home to Washington. There was
something irresistable about him in his petfinder
photo...and as we got to know him, his personality
proved his irresistability. Each day was like opening a
precious Christmas present - as we learned something
new and endearing about him..he was the most
talkative and expressive Keesie | have ever known!

We brought him to the PCKC Fun Day in May (he
accompanied the rescue Keesie-Harley...now Arie
Jardine) - he won best tail wag...| called him Mr.
Wiggles because of the way his back end (not just his
tail) wagged...it always made us smile!

We don't know his history, except that he was reported
to be about 10. He was so very sweet, engaging and
loving that we figured he must have been loved and
well cared for...for awhile. Perhaps his owner had
become ill or passed on and someone just dumped him
at that kill shelter? We'll never know.

We had him checked out at the vet right away upon his
arrival with us...he tested positive for Lyme. Initially his
skin/hair were a mess. He was diagnosed with
hypothyroidism and eventually diabetes. His health
really had improved as we treated him and worked to
get his diabetes regulated. In fact, he often seemed like
a puppy...more energy than our other two younger dogs
(Mocha and Dino). In early June he seemed to slow

just a bit...we were still working on his diabetes and had
just got a new glucose monitoring kit, hopeful that it
would help. Soon though, we realized it was something
else...a chest x-ray and ultrasound showed a large
heart tumor...a hemangiocarcinoma. It happened so
very fast and we were totally unprepared to lose him.

He has brought such joy to our lives...many of you know
the Keesie personality...so you know... Nicholas was
so very special...a wonderful blessing...and we miss
him more than | can say.

AKC CANINE HEALTH FOUNDATION NEWS ALERT
FDA Approves First Anti-Cancer Drug for Dogs
[Tuesday, June 23, 2009]The US Food and Drug
Administration has announced the approval for the first
anti-cancer drug created specifically for use in
veterinary medicine. The research efforts to develop
Palladia, which is used to treat skin-based mast cell
tumors, was led by Dr. Cheryl London of the Ohio State
University College of Veterinary Medicine.

The AKC Canine Health Foundation began funding
mast cell tumor research in 2000 with a grant to Dr.
London, then at the University of California, Davis.
Since then, CHF has allocated more than $200,000 in
support of mast cell research. Dr. London's original
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work studied the biological effects of c-kit mutations on
mast cells, leading to a more detailed understanding of
canine mast cell tumors. This early work provided a
framework for the development of new therapies and
disease prevention. Dr. London has also spent time
researching the biology of normal mast cells to provide
a platform for future work investigating the genetic basis
of mast cell disease in dogs.

Dr. Elizabeth Whitley, of Auburn University, has also
studied mast cell tumors. Dr. Whitley's research has
focused on the physiology of mast cells, and working to
develop a system for matching tumors with appropriate
treatment to improve treatment success.
