He met Ambrose.

Ambrose History: he came to me as a 7 year old
extremely over-weight, heavy coated and matted to the
skin Kees. | took him to Cascade Kennel in
Woodinville, WA and told them to shave him down.
When | came to pick him up | was amused to see they
had a large pink pig in a kennel and it was jumping
around. | started to laugh when | realized that the pig
was Ambrose. He even had the little curly pink tail like
a pig. He looked weird but he was so happy to have all
that matted junk gone. Ambrose was adopted into a
home, but came back in a year as his owner was being
transferred and coul dndt
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When Frank came out, Ambrose was in full groomed
coat. Frank leaned down and Ambrose went right into
his arms and Frank was, in fish talk, snagged hook, line
& sinker. He came back and took him home for a
weekend to see how things went. After several
weekends of this | told him to make a decision as it was
hard for Ambrose to go back & forth. Ambrose had a
forever home and Frank©és
Kees began.

Frank married Heather and they became more involved
in rescue, eventually, accepting the Rescue
Chairmanship. Frank also became close friends with a
vet they met thru rescue and they continue to work
together with Frankos
Frank heard about a 13 year old male Kees who was
within hours of being put
Redmond, WA. His aging owner could no longer take
care of both their medical needs, the vet said the dog
was terminal. Frank went out and picked up Gus.

Gus had very little coat, his skin was all over black with
icky sores. His eyes however, were alert and alive.
With special skin shampoo and meds, Frank bathed
Gus daily for over a month. He put him on raw food diet
and we all watched in amazement as
improved, his hair began to grow back and eventually
he was fully coated. Seven years later, Gus is how 20
years 9 months old. | believe that Frank & Gus have
given each other a miracle. As far as | know Gus is the
oldest living Keeshond.

During these years Frank became a single man again.
His dedication to caring for others expanded to taking
care of friends who were critically &/or terminally ill and
continued taking care of their dogs when his friends
were not able to. Frank has owned several other old
dogs that have crossed the bridge, giving them the best
veterinary care and his devotion. So many charitable
deeds have been done by Frank that | cannot share all
of the ones | know of and
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deeds | have no knowledge of. | do know he continues
to be generous in his
Trophy funds and is always available when I call him for
help.

ED:This information was brought to my attention by
some PCKC members. In researching the information,
| found many websites with this info. | went to 9 of them
and found that they all had the following report and no
other information. There was no information regarding
this report on either snopes.com nor urbanlegends.com.

It is interesting to note that Consumer Labs markets
competing products. It is also of note that Consumer
Labs website states the it has tested only 3 products.
One was PET-TABS and the other two were of a very
minor nature. With this background, we present the
following information for your examination with no
guarantee as to its accuracy.

This from the ConsumerLab's paid subscription web
site:

Pet-Tabs Complete Daily for Dogs was contaminated
with 6.45 mcg of lead per tablet. This is several times
higher than the amount of lead (1.41
mcg) ConsumerLab.com found to be in this product in
2007 .

Contaminations levels for dogs are not well defined, but
FDA notes that children should not be exposed to more
than 6 mcg of lead per day and, as noted above,
California requires warning labels on supplements for
human use that contain over 0.5 mcg of lead per day.
Dr. Russell continues: Pet-Tabs are perhaps the most
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
